In
addition,  two  new  TV's  have  been  installed  and  will  be
connected to Direct TV.

Transportation
Members  transportation  services  are  provided  on  a
designated  route  servicing  Aspen's  core  downtown  area
and the Aspen Pitkin County Airport. Unfortunately private
rides are not available. Your Member Experience Concierge
can provide you with transportation options, such as rental
cars,  High  Mountain  Taxi,  limousine  service,  and
complimentary  RFTA   (Roaring  Fork  Transportation
Authority) bus schedules.

We  have  changed  our  route  to  ensure  the  safety  of  our
members and guests, to comply with local traffic laws and
as  requested  by  the  Aspen  Sheriff's  office.  The  shuttle
service  route  has  changed  at  the  City  Market  and  Hotel
Jerome stops. Our pick up location for City Market will now
be across the street from City Market on Spring Street.  The
Hotel Jerome stop will now be located across the street on
Mill  Street  at  the  Aspen  Public  Library.  From  Sunday  -
Friday,  the  shuttle  service  will  run  every  15  minutes  from
6p.m.  –  10:30p.m.,  normal  shuttle  schedule  will  run  on
Saturday.  A  direct  RFTA  bus  from  Aspen  Highlands  to
Snowmass  is  available  Friday  –  Sunday  at  9:30a.m.  and
10:30a.m., with a direct return at 3:30p.m. and 4:30p.m.
